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Warning about Ticks

It is the time when ticks are more active (spring to fall) and
a case of tick bite has been reported in the university. When you
go to an area with grass or bushes for outdoor activity or experiment,
avoid exposure to tick bites by wearing appropriate clothing.

IT you find a tick biting you, do not try to remove it by yourself

and immediately visit a medical facility.

Some pathogens are transmitted by ticks and the risk of infection
can be increased by not removing the tick’ s body completely from
the skin. If you experience symptoms such as fever, body aches or
diarrhea in a few days to several weeks after being bitten by a tick,

please tell a doctor that you were bitten by a tick.
